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Summary: This article offers a historical context for the creation of "whiteness" and then
looks towards the future using examples from the Obama administration. The article
predicts that elections will become more divisive as poor white people struggle to
maintain privilege as society advances. The author gives reasons why disadvantaged
white folks might feel resentment and want to maintain the privileges their whiteness
has historically given them.
